3. For your Tenderfoot Board of Review, you must present yourself in full uniform, with your
handbook, prepared to demonstrate the skills and knowledge described below.

The following will be covered in your Board of Review for Tenderfoot rank:
1. You will be asked to do one or more of the following:
- Recite the Scout Oath and explain its meaning to you and your life.
- Recite the Scout Laws and explain the meaning of any selected law
elements to you and your life.
- Recite the Scout Motto and explain its meaning.
- Recite the Scout Slogan and explain its meaning.
2. Demonstrate how to display, raise, lower, and fold the American flag.
3. You will be asked to perform one or more of the following rope skills:
- Whip and/or fuse the ends of a rope.
- Tie a square knot and describe its use.
- Tie two half hitches and describe its use.
- Tie a tautline hitch and describe its use.
4. You will be asked to discuss one or more of the following camping/hiking skills:
- Explain the rules of safe hiking during the day or night.
- Explain what you should do if you are lost.
- Explain the Buddy system in Scouting and why it is used.
5. You will be asked to discuss or demonstrate the following first aid skills:
- The correct way to perform the Heimlich maneuver and when it is used.
- First aid for simple cuts and scratches.
- First aid for blisters on the hand or foot.
- First aid for bites or stings of insects or ticks.
- First aid for poisonous snakebite.
- First aid for nosebleed.
